Five Royal College of Art graduates [Katja Bremkamp, Tomasz Donocik, Haidée Drew, Tina Lilienthal,
Chrysanthe Staikopoulou] have joined forces to run this new type of business hoping to re-establish a link
between the maker and the client. Whereas the five maker-gallerists share a common way of practicing,
their jewellery is very individual.
